We pointed oat recently name of the circumstances
which seemingly tend to a further disturbance inEast-
ern exchanges, and a more firm rate for grid. A New
York paper of the ?2d August has the followingremarks
to the same purpose :"There seem* to be a feeling of
uneasiness certain undefined frar touching the possi-
bilityof prospective financial disinters, whioh ha* an un-

favorable effect upon current business. It1* known that
the foreign trade balances arc largely against us, and.
that indefault of a material enlargement of the export

trade in agricultural staple*, there must necessarily be a

renewal of the drain of specie and bnllion from abroad.
The possibilities and probabilities of the outward move-
ment of (Jotton. Grain and other produce, and the future
ofUold, therefore, constitute the leading topio of discus-
sion among business men and financier*, and all parties

recognize the necessity of more than tbe usual degree of
conservatism in all their dealings. The shipments of
treasure to foreign countries from this port since the first
of January, reach nearly $69,000,000, which is some 100 per
cent, more Man the average for the past ten years, and it
is estimated that the coin and bullion requirement* be-
tween now and the end of December are likely to be from
$15,000,(100 tof25.000.000 in excess of the supply that will
probably come npon the market. Unless tbe exports of
produce and manufacture* rise to very large proportion*,
then there would seem tobe real basis for a further rise
inOold, since the foreign merchandise imports continue
disproportionately large, while the Treasury has been so

largely depleted by recent heavy disbursements, that the
expedient of selling Gold cannot be relied upon as an ef-
fective agent for keeping down the premium. Itis these
considerations, in connection with the rancor, of party
politics, which have produced a peroeptible uneasiness in
business circles, and itremain* to be seen what their ef-
fect is to be later in the season."
