tocators. The land was originally
filed on December 23, 1808, and in
effect was clear-listed by the Come
missioner of the General Land Office
on December 15, 1915, after which the
Government «' tered suit.

The case w.is on trial in several
counties from April 28 to October 2,
1914, This testimony covers several
thousand typewritten pages and the
trial cost the Honolulu company many
thousands of dollars.

According to local officials, this
case is of greater magnitude than any
ever handled by a Land Office in the
United States.

Other property in the Midway fleld,
for which the Honolulu has not suce
ceeded in getting a patent, is not af-.

RIO JANEIRO, March 31.—A new
German ralder, slipping past the
British warships In guard in the
North sea, has reached the Bouth At-
lantic and sent nine or more mer-
chantmen to the bottom. According to
survivors from the spunken vessels,
the raider is the Soeadler (Sea Eagle),
a formidably armed craft operating
with the same success and daring as
its predecessor, the Moewe, which re-
cently Yeturned to a German port
after playing havoc with shipping in
the same waters.

News of the activities of the ralder
was brought to Rio Janeiro by the
French bark Cambronne, which ar-
rived here vesterday. She had on
board 285 men from the crews of ves-
sels sunk by the Seeadler. The Cam-
bronne encountered the raider on
March 7 at latitude 31 south, longi-
tude 7 west, a point in the Atlantic
almost on a line with Rio Janeiro
and about two-thirds of the way to
the African coast. After the survivors
had been put on the Cambronne she

The Seeadler is a threo master.
square rigged, with a epeed of about
tweive knots. She {s equipped with
a powerful wireless plant. The ap-
paratus {8 concealed askilfully tn the
rigging. The survivors say it is im-
possible to recognize her as an armed
ship. When she 1eft Germany her guns
were concealed in the hold, while she
was running tha British blocksde,

After the Seeadler was on the high
seas her guns weres mounted. They
were placed on the forecastle and the
gun ports were masked. On account
of the position of the guns they can
be fired in only two directions,
